Support Hunger Week

In the next few weeks,an effort will be made by
some in our Seminary family to bring the problem
of hunger, both on a world-wide scale and right
here at home, to the forefront of the community's
attention.It behooves us all to listen and to act.

It is easy to sit back and say, "there's nothing
I can possibly do about such a tremendous problem.’
Indeed, the problem is gargantuan. Consider:

*¥An estimated 10 million people will die of
starvation this year alone.Unexpected weather con-
ditions could make this even worse.

*#TIn the Third World,70% of children suffer from
malnutrition.In the Far East,100,000 children will
go blind this year, just from Vitamin A deficienc-
ies.

This list of figures can be expanded ad infini-
tum to the point of being numbing. All will agree
that the magnitude of the problem is staggering.
But there is one more that needs to be added, be-
cause it speaks to us,in a very personal way,about
the kind of impact we can have:

*If only one in every ten North Carolina Bap-
tists skipped one meal edch week and sent the equ-
ivalent in cash where it could do some good, we
would raise at least six million dollars a year.
Three million a year could prevent Vitamin A de-
ficiency blindness around the world.

The objection that there are others who can and

should be doing the job of feeding the hungry is
beside the point. The fact remains that it 1is we
who are called upon by our Lord to feed His chil-

dren. We call upon all members of the Seminary co-
mmunity to support the efforts of the coming weeks
with time, money, and prayer. As Christians we can
do no less.

3. Since this transla-
tion contains the Apocry-
pha, Jesus and the Apos-
tles approved of the Apoc-
rypha—as did the Chris-
tian Church until the 4th
century (!).

L, The order of the
books in the Authorized
Version (AV) follows the
order of the Septuagint.

Now, the truth, as was
not supplied in 1its en-
tirety in the classroom

is as follows:

1.The entire legend of
the IXX is Dbased on one
writing—"The Letter of
Aristeas"(a document for-
ged by Philo)—which sta-
tes that the LXX was wri-
tten by 72 Jewish transla-

tors, 6 from each tribe.
2., The only evidence
that there was a Greek

translation of any OT be-
fore 350 AD lies in ' the
Hexapla by Origen the
fifth column of which is
the Septuagint—mnone of
which was written before
the completion of the NT.

3.There is not one ex-
tant document,manuscript,
or fragment of any por-
tion of the OT written in

Greek that anyone has ev-
er seen. .

L ,The Hebrew believers
(until Paul's time) had a

complete and authorita-
tive Hebrew Bible which
God gave to the Hebrews
(Rom. 3:1-4) for them to
use. Matthew, Mark, Luke,
John, and: Paul jetc. ;- wrate

a Greek NT for Christian
believers to use.

5.The "LXX" was plain-
ly an attempt by the in-
dividuals referred to in
Rom.. 11320, .25, and Jdeks
33:24 to replace the in-
spired "oracles of God"
with the conjectures of
Alexandrian Greek philos-

ophy.

In short, the students
were given "the shaft."
First, they were made to

think that there was a BC
Septuagint——which there
wasn't.Then they were led
to think it only contain-
ed the OT, when the manu-
scripts behind it - have
the NT in them.Then, they
were led to think that
the apostles accepted the
Apocrypha as part of the
OT.

Conclusion: the obvious
faux pas presented in
class was merely. an at-
tempt not only to re-in-
state the Roman Catholic-

approved apocrypha into
the 0T, “but glso. te rte-
place the AV text of the

OT (the only existing En-
glish translation from
the traditional Hebraic
Masoretic text) with the
corrupt English transla-
tion of the LXX (written
by Origen hundreds of ye-
ars after Christ.

Don't believe "~ avery-
thing you hear. In fact,
I'd recommend not only a
grain of salt for accom-
paniment, but the whole
box.

(EDITOR'S NOTE: the following
address was delivered in chapel
on September 16 by newly instal-
led Student Council President
Ron Wilkins.)

As the time drew near for His
return to heaven, Jesus moved
steadily onwards to Jerusalem
with an iron will. Luke tells us
that as it was time for the tab-
ernacle ceremonies, Jesus wanted
to stay out of the public eye.

But His disciples wanted Him
in the public eye.

Unfortunately,they were
turned away, "because His face
was set toward Jerusalem." (Luke

This past summer, Dr. and Mrs
Scogzin took 24 students from
Southeastern on a dig to Tel Dan,

However, due to neavy military
traffic, the group spent their
first five days at Aroer which

is approximately 15 miles south-
east of Bersheba. As soon as the
roads cleared,they wenton to an-
cient Dan and completed the se-
ven weeks of excavation.

Dan is an extremely old city
with the enclosed city site be-
ing approximately 50 acres. How-
ever, before 1175 BC when the
tribe of Dan occupied the city,
Dan was known by the name of
Laish. When the tribe of Dan
took over Laish, the city was
already over 2000 years old.

The team working on the main en-
trance excavated it to the time
of Abraham. Dr. Scoggin sdd that

they were most confident tnat
Abraham went through this en-

trance when he went into Dan to
save Lot.

Another team worked on the
rampart,digging down to the base
to discover on what it was sit-
ting. When they reachec the base
they cdiscovered another level of
occupation, At this 1level they
found a tomb filled with arti-
facts with which they could date
the level - which coincided with
the time of Abraham around 1750-
1800 RC.

In the Middle of the city,
another team dug down to the
Iron Age - which includes the
Israelite period of occupation.,
This team discovered a tomb rich
in artifacts dating back to 1550
BC. In this tomb, fifty to sev=-
enty-five whole vessels such as
pots, platters, white ceramic
pottery, and s&an alabaster pot
were found. This tomb was dated
to the Late EBronze Period, which
was the time of Canaanite occupa-
tion.

adventures and escaping from pe-
ril by .the gkin - of his teeth.
What's the point of that?, one
might ask. There doesn't appear
to be one. The two hour premiere
featured an assortment of odd
characters frantically pursuing
the golden monkey while hanging

around the monkey bar and avoid- "

ing the killer monkeys. If all
that monkey business seems child-
ish, think again.The violence of
the series renders it unsuitable
for children. The inanity of it
renders it unsuitable for any-
one else.

While Tales of the Gold Monkey
"borrows" heavily from film and
gives no credit,Seven Brides for
Seven Brothers claims to be bas-
ed on the MGM film of the same
title. Yet similarities to the
film are hard to find. There is
only one bride here,Terri Treas,
and she plays more of a mother
figure than a bride. The season
opener introduces us to her and
the household of assorted broth-
ers. The key is supposed to be
their wonderful relationship,but
as so many family-oriented shows
do, Seven Brides falls into the
trap of mediocrity. It is very
poorly written. It doesn't even
hint at being realistic, a prob-
lem which is aggravated by occa-

sional bursts into song and dan-
ce.

The idea which seems to be
generally accepted by TV writers
is that a happy family is a mau-
dlin family. This was a .problem
in Seven Brides as well as in
NBC's Family Ties.This show pro-
poses to answer the question ,
"What happened to all of those
off-beat people who "dropped
out" of reality in the sixties?"
Meredith Baxter Birney and Mich-
ael Gross play a couple who gave
up being radicals in order to be-
come parents. Of course,the ult-

imate irony is that their chil-
dren turn out to be wultra-con-
servative. The basic premise of

this series has a lot of comedic
potential, but the first episode
had some problems.The script was
too predictable, the +timing of
the cast was a bit off,and the
whole thing never quite got off
the ground. Instead of getting
to the point, it got mushy.

All you need to know about
Bring 'Em Back Alive (CBS) is
that it is just like Tales of the
Gold Monkey, only worse. It in-
cludes in its cast a truly obno-
xflous female whose only function
seems to be being stupid and
getting rescued.

Look for reviews of other new
series in upcoming issues.If you
can stand it, so can I.

A new attempt to solve problem of evil

When Bad Things Happen To Good People by Harold Kushner (New York: Schocken Books, 1981), $10.95.

Judging from the critical ac-
claim which this latest attempt
to deal with the problem of evil
has received, it is on its way
to becoming a "spiritual" clas-
sic. The specifically Christian
reviewer, however, must stop and
say, not so fast.

Rabbi Kushner's book grew out
of his experience in dealing with
the death of his young son as a
result’ of hig affliction Jwith
progeria, or "rapid aging." When
he died at the age of 14,Kushner
considered his son an innocent,
a "good person," who did not de-
serve his fate. The author was
left +trying to deal with this
reality while reconciling it to
what he calls "traditional" ways
of looking at God.These he found
wanting,and this book is his at-
tempt to try to construct an al-
ternative.

The first problem is apparent
in the title. Kushner is operat-
ing with a view of man fundamen-
tally different from that of
most Christians. He divides the

world into "good" and "bad" peo-
ple, the former of which don't
deserve a lot of the rotten thi-

ngs which "fate" has handed them.
Minimizing the effects of sin,
Kushner overlooks the view that
in God's eyes even a St. Francis
is as nothing, a rebel who has
set himself up in opposition to
God. As a consequence, man has
no reason to deserve anything
better than the world he has
made for himself, with all its
death and destruction and waste.

The second problem is that hu-
man freedom,which Kushner stron-
gly and correctly affirms,is not
seen as the cause of the world's
desperate condition.He pays nod-
ding homage to the idea that the
Holocaust, for example, resulted
from the misuse of human freedan
but does not see that this mis-
use carries over into ordinary
life as well.All people have mi-
sused their freedom, in wayswar-
ranting condemnation by God.

Finally, and most important,
Kushner's God 1is not permitted
to be a God of grace. In an att-
empt to safeguard God's goodness,
the author has absolved Him from
responsibility for the world's
evil by saying that much of that
evil stems from the operation of
"fate,"a power found at least in

part in the laws of nature which
God has set up. God is powerless
to break these laws of nature.,ard
thus to alleviate the suffering
of His creatures.

As such, of course,God is al-
so incapable of raising Christ
from the dead for the salvation
of His people, since if God could
intervene on that occasion, He
would be able to do so on anyoc-
casion, and thus be guilty of
willful neglect if He didn't.For
Christians, this is simply unac-
ceptable, yet it is the key to e-
verything else in the book.

Bad theology cannot result in
good pastoral care (Kushner's re-
al concern). The result of the
Christian pastor's use of this
thinking would inevitably be +to
bring despair into the lives of
his parishioners,for the God who

cannot raise His Son_surely can-
not save ordinary, sinful creat-

ures like ourselves. Kushner's
attempted solution of this diff-
icult problem, meant for a gene-
ral audience rather than a spec-
ifically Jewish one, must be se-
en by Christian, I believe, as a
failed attempt.
