School Prayer, Again 
Given the repeated calls by the President of 

the United States for less government intrusion 
into our lives, it is odd to hear the White House 
speaking in terms of prayer by government decree. 
That, however, seems to be what is happening. 

Last Thursday,the President came out in support 
of an amendment to the Constitution permitting or-
ganized prayer in public institutions. In the fact 
sheet put out 'in support of the President's posi-
tion, two rather chillings statements were made. 

The first acknowledged that governments and lo-
cal school boards would have the power to compose 
prayers under the amendment. It was stated that 
"if. groups of people are to be perrrii tted to pray, 
someone must have the power to determine the con-
tent of such prayers."Why? Are we incapable of do-
ing that ourselves? Are we now to have Big Brother 
telling us how, when, and perhaps even to whom to 
pray? 

The second,in a show of total disregard for the 
feelings,not to mention beliefs,of non-Christians, 
stated that the Lord's Prayer might be used regu-
larly because it is a "reflection of our Judaeo-
Christian heritage. "Such religious and theolo-gical 
ignorance is perhaps the best argument for keeping 
prayer out of the hands of beauracrats. In any 
case, such worship at the shrine of the civil re-
ligion certainly does not deserve the s.npport of 
the Christian community. 

To the President and our elected representa-
tives, who are so eager to thrust the government 
into our religious life while withdrawing it from 
econemic life, we say: leave our prayer lives a-
lone.

The Hallmark Hall of Fame conti-
nued its quarter-century tradi-
tion of excellence with a very 
good presentation of The Hunch-
back of Notre Dame starring An-
thony Hopkins. Probably the most 
outstanding performance by anac-
tor in a special this year was 
Danny Kaye in Skokie, a highly 
provacative drama special about 
the struggle of a Holocaust sur-
vivor to prevent the American 
Nazi Party from marching in his 
hometown.

son's best starring part.Anthony 
Andrews' characterization of the 
eccentric Sebastian was at once 
charming and poignant. But the 
real strength of Brideshead is 
the thing that makes or breaks 
anything done on television-the 
writing.Jack Pullen's adaptation 
of Waugh's novel preserves the 
crisp dialogue as well as the 
hauntingly beautiful narration. 
American producers think of tele-
vision as a primarily visual me-
dium, and as a consequence tend 
to overlook the importance of 
language.Were it not for Brides-
head Revisited, this would have 
been a largely forgettable sea-
son.
