The students have returned 
to campus in ~ecord numbers 
this Fall. The head count is 
997, with 896.in regular classes· 
and 101 in night c_l.asses. 

They come 'from 184 colleges 
.. and-.universi ties "in 28 states 
and 11 countries oversea.s. This 
Fall, 684 s·tudents are married 
(76.3%). 108. students are women. 

D.r •. Fred. Sandusky' registrar' 
Stites that the _enrollment at 
Sont.hP;1 .. stern is up in proportion 
to the national enrollment · 
figures for th!s fall semester. 

When asked, "To what do you 
attribute the increase in 
enrollment a·t Southeastern," the 
registrar replied that in his 
opinion, "Students today feel 
that there must be something 

· more than 'Nixonism' and the 
style.of life shown them by the 
Watergate era." · . 

Dr •. Sandusky furthe~-s~ated 
that uHistory has shown ·t·hat 
people turn to.the-ministry and 
religion after tim~s bf adver-
sity such as we htve~recent~y. 
known in our political and 
social lives." 

Sandusky noted that we are 
seeing no instances of "student 
unrest" on campuses· of the 
nation.today, and h~ believes 
that this is a sign of hope for 
the future of our nation.
