UEPORT OF COlUl\UTTEiE ON CONSTITUTION AND ORnER, AT
BEULAH CHUROH,1VARULLA COUNTY, FLORIDA,

OCTOBER 3, 1874.

The cause of this Cons t it ut ion was not f or convenience f rom
zeozraphical s it uat ion, nor from enm it y to any of our sis ter
churches or brethren. nor from a feeling of exclusiveness or self ish­
ness or desire to be let alone, nor from a difference of opinion with
our brethren or ' a disbelief of the long" established doctrines an.l
usages of the old Baptist, a s to add or detract f r om the com mand­
ments, nor with a view of severing- the Ohurch of Chr is t into another
fragment, or set t ing- up another religious sect , thereby weakening
the cause of our Master, already enfeebled by divi sions and less en­
ing: the power and influence of the Gospel by trying- to f or ce nice
distinctions, thus substituting ourselves and affording' to' others a
pretext to .subst it ut e a syst em of perverse disputing- and disgraceful:
wrang-ling" for the simplicity of Christ's revealed will as taug-ht in
His word. We do rather pray f or unity and a healing of the breach­
es already made. But we have , been thrown into a dilemma, either
to submit to the exclusion and unchurchinz of a part ,of our body
directly, and all of us ultimately, and suspend all religious se rvices
as in the fear of God, asserting- the sovereig-nty of the church <'<11(.1
meet ing together in a church and associational capacity for om"
mutual comfornand edification. We believe that the cause of truth
demands that we adopt ,the latter alternative, a ssured from an inti­
mat e acquaintance with our si ster Elim, that she has not nor had
not departed from the faith of God's elect, and that her exclusion
from the Ocklocknee Association under the above charge, and the
dro pping of our sister Mt. Zion for endorsing- her supposed depar­
hue, was in the highest s ens e justified by facts a ssoci ational, con­
.st it ut ion al or scriptural, and a lamentable disregard of Ephesians
·1 and 3. The order of this Association and of the churches of which
she is composed is preserved unchanged in any particular, being
that of the Primitive ,Baptiats vall over the world, to-wit: Salvation
by grace through faith, which is the g'ift of God, Ephesians :! :8;
that a church is a body of immerse d believers, Acts 2: 41, who only
are entitled to the ordinances of the Lord's Supper and washing 01

the Saints' feet. John 13; together with the Articles of Faith and
Rules of Decorum, common to our people, which we omit in this pro­
visional minute.

8. We believe the f aithfu l shall grow in grace and in the knowl­
edge of our Lord and ,Savior Jesus Chr-is t. II Peter 3 :18; COI03.
1 :10.

9. We believe that Baptism, the Lord's Supper and the Washing'
of Feet are the only subjects of these ordinances, and that the r.nly
mode of baptism is by immersion. Mat. 28:19 ; 1 Cor. 24 to 26 ; St.
John 13:14; 1 Tim. 5:10 ; Ma,t.3:16.

10. W e believe the punishment of the wick ed shall be everlast­
in g, and the jo y of the r'ighteous shall be eternal. Mat. 25 :46.

11. We believe t hat no minister has t he r ight to the administra­
tion of the ordinances onl y such as are regularly called and come un­
der the imposition of t h e hand's of the Presbytery. I Tim. 4 :14.

12. We believe in the resurrection of the dead and a g eneral
ju dgment. Re v. 20:5: Rom. 14:10.
