3) The refusal
to read tizer himself and the dependence
upon the news media for the maj ority of
our conclusions points up a High School e­
pistemology which allows other people to
do o'L:r thinking for us . lolill Rogers was
only joking when he said, nIl knov is
what I read in the ne/spapers ," But most
ecclesiastics have taken him seriously.
But this is to confirm \.lhat one has sus­
pected all along . Modem theology is a
poor joke played on the public by the or­
ganizational men of the institution which
has the name of the Church but not its es­
sence.

The only serious mistake of the God-is­
dead move cnt , in so far as its analysis
of the present theological situation is
concern d, is that tizer is too opti­
mistic. The popular, institutional God is
not. dead at ,all; but, he ought ig be . d
until the false , idolatrous God which we
have created in our human organizations
dies, God will not be God and Christ will
not be Christ .
