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Recently it has been my great pleasure to read-
devour-Anne Wilson Schaef's book, Women's Reality. I have 
read and reread several sections. Even the preface is 
loaded with invitation to grow and I quote: 

This book is about a reality - a reality 
perceived, explored, and expressed by 
women whenever they are free to do so 
without fear. It is about who we are as 
women. When we understand and accept who 
we are, we become in turn more under-
standable and accepted. 

This book has three purposes: liberation, 
sharing, and communication .... 

We are all engaged in a long and dif-
ficult process of growth and evolution. It 
is time to describe, affirm, and grow .... 

Yes, the time has come for us all to describe, 
affirm, and grow: Women and men,individually and together, 
looking at who we are, where we are and why we are. 

John Gardner in No Easy Victories also encourages us 
in this quest. He says: 

Life never was a series of easy victories 
(not even hard victories). We can't win 
every round ot arrive at a neat solution 
to every problem. But driving, creative 
effort to solve problems is the breath of 
life, for a civilization or an individual. 

Growth - problem solving - sometimes they are very 
nearly the same. What problems are your growing pains 
solving?

ITEMS OF INTEREST 
THE FAMILY AND EQUAL RIGHTS 

Southern Baptists for the Family and Equal Rights met at 
Camp Caroway on Saturday, March 5. Ann Barnes, Representative 
in the North Carolina General Assembly, spoke concerning 
legal issues relating to women and family. The group voted to 
send a statement to the legislators urging support of legis-
lation that speaks to these issues. 

Anne Neil, SEBTS Visiting Professor of Missions, ad-
dressed the topic: Women as Leaders in Ministry and Missions 
in the Southern Baptist Convention. In relation to this topic, 
Linda Morgan, SEBTS graduate, presented a Statement of Reso-
lution regarding the affirmation of Southern Baptist Women 
now serving in ministry within our denomination. The resolu-
tion was adopted and will be presented to the women meeting 
in Louisville on March 20-21, 1983. (See Calendar.) 

THE WOMEN'S FORUM 
The second in a series of forums for women members of the 

seminary family was held March 10, in the Women's Dorm. The 
guests were Hannah and Elmo Scoggin. Dr. Scoggin spoke on 
"Women in Ministry and How They Should Be Involved in Politi-+ 
cal Action." Among several remarks made by Dr. Scoggin were 
the following: 

"There are many problems inherent in being female ground-
breakers in this field, but we should be patient and work 
hard to open ministry to all regardless of sex, etc .... " 

"There exist opportunities that we never dreamed of .... " 
"Ministry that is creative and redemptive entails politi-

cal involvement." 
"There is no option for any minister without political in-

volvement." 
"There exist no little ministries ... all ministry is a 

matter of life and death." 
"There are many ways that church involved people can do 

politics." 
"Political ministry will not be easy in the future for men 

or women because of recent controversies." 
"Doing a good job will take the best possible preparation 

you can bring to it - drudgery filled hours of preparation." 
"We must have commitment and discipline, but also person-

al devotion." 
"We should not do the church, we should be the church." 
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(Forum continued) 
"If women don't prepare themselves to be the prophetic 

voice in the church, it might not have one." 
Issues raised during the discussion included the arms 

race, the tendency of women not to gather enough informa-
tion to be effective politically, the tendency of women to 
imitate men rather than being true to their more sensitive 
natures, and the need of women to work within the system to 
improve it.
