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OIROULAR LETTER.

The Delaware Old School Baptist Associa-
tion, now in session with the Salem
Church of Philadelphia, Pa., May 25th,
26th and 27th, 1927, to the churches com-
posing the same, sendeth greetings.

DEAR BRETHR EN:—Once more we
bhave the blessing of meeting in a yearly
association, coming together to worship
the true and living God, whoig*to know
is life eternal. In presenting sOme parts
of the Scriptures and a few thoughts as an
attempt to write a Oircular Letter, I hope I
do it in fear and love of our God through
Jesus Christ, for only as the Spirit of
Ohrist is in us do we know the things of
God, which things come to us by revela-
tion. That this is so, is plainly and fre-
quently set forth in the Scriptures. Very
forcibly this appears to us wigen the
apostles were asked by the Savior whom
they said he was. Peter, answering for
the apostles, said he was the Christ, the
Son of the living God. The Savior told
him that flesh and blood had not revealed
it to bhim, but the Father, who is in
heaven, and so it is with us, only as we see

= Ohrist as Peter saw him can we enter into

the knowledge of the glory of God, whom
to know is life eternal. Paul in writing
to the church in Corinth, said, “ Eye hath
not seen, nor ear heard, neither have en-
tered into the heart of man, the things
which God hath prepared for them that
love him. But God hath revealed them
unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit
searcheth all things; Yea, the dezep things
of God.” This is the way the children of

God know the heavenly things, which are

freely given them of God by, the Spirit
that dwelleth in them. Paul® in another
letter, said the gospel preached of me is
not after man, for I neither received it of
man, neither was I te}‘ufrbt it

but by the.

revelation of Jesus Ohrist. He also says,
When it pleased God to reveal his Son in
me, immediately I conferred not with
flesh and blood.
