BIBLIOGRAPHIC PREPARATION FOR NEW COURSES

Planning to offer a new course that's been approved? Thinking
of proposing a new course? In either case, we would like to
be as helpful as possible in the necessary bibliographic pre-
paration.

Typically in the past, our help has been only in procuring
new materials that you have discovered and requested to
support a new course offering. Often, such requests have
come too near the beginning of the new course to allow suffi-
cient time for acquisition and processing of materials.

INDEX TO SBC SEMINARY THESES

The SBC Historical Commission has just sent us the Index of
Graduate Theses in Baptist Theological Seminaries, 1976-1979.
This sixth volume in the series completes the coverage from
1894 through 1979. Volume 1 in 1969 covered the period 1894-
1962. It is interesting to note that neither Golden Gate

nor Midwestern had theses completed from 1976-1979.
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
