Betts made an

interesting and touching address on the Biblical Recorder

and its needs in the homes of Baptists in North Carolina.
The report was adopted as follows:

Report on Periodicals.

For seventy-seven years the Biblical Recorder has been
the organ of our denomination. Through its columns week
by weck and year by year we have kept in touch with the
great heart throb of our denomination. . In every new
enterprise, or institution, the Recorder has been the
herald. In all our growth the Recorder has furnished no
small part of the spiritual power and inspiration. It is
our paper. We direct its policy. By it our institutions
and our mission work are thus kept before, our people.
By the means of it our peeple are called to arms in the
hour of danger. It guards us against sin and keeps us
sound in doctrine, loyal, and true. Every home needs it.
Every family should read it. It should be invited into
our associations and homes, not as a beggar, seeking
subscriptions, but ‘as a voice of a great denomination

calling us, ALL of us, into a greater knowledge of our

needs and opportunities and a larger work. Since it is
our organ; since we need its uplifting influence and help,
and since we need to come in closer touch with each other
as members of our denomination, we recommend:

Tht report on the Orphanage was read for the com-
mittee by Archibald Johnson. After its reading Bro.
Johnson made a most able and feeling address on this
noble institution and its great work.
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The following resolution offered by J. M. Bennett
was unanimously adopted: Resolved, that this body re-
commend that every Sunday school in the Tuckaseigee
Association take a collection for the Orphanage, once
every month.

The report on the Orphanage was Now adopted as
follows: -

Report on the Orphanage.

There are three hundred ard eighty-five children at
the Orphanage at present. Since its organization in 1885
there have been more than twelve hundred children
under its care. e i
The plant is steadily growing in extent and value.
There are ten separate families in the institution. The
buildings and grounds, together with the invested fund,
are estimated to be worth  $250,000. Beautiful for
situation, high and healthful, with a complete sewerage
system and with houses admirably adapted to the work
of the institution, our orphanage is one of the most com-
plete and efficient of all the orphan homes of the southern
states. ; '
The Orphanage life,. however, is not a life of ease
and luxury. The children are required to do honest work.
A farm of 400 acres affords the finest of opportunities for
the training of the boys, and we have besides the print-
ing office, the shoe shup and the technical building for
the benefit of the young men who do not incline toward
agriculture. For the girls we have the sewing room
where clothing is cut and fitted, and all the forms of
domestic service'so necessary in a family so large. .The
training of the mind and soul is the highest concern of
the management. The <chool of nine.grades is well con-
ducted by experienced teachers and the church and Sun-
day school is a work shop for training in Christian ser-
vice. The Orphanage church gives from $500 to $8060 a
year to the various objects including the pastor’s salary,
and the children are encouraged to do their full part in
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spreading thfe'gospel to the end of the earth.

Last year all the churches of the Tuckaseigee Asso-
ciation failed to contribute enough for the support of one
child. It requires $85.00 a year to maintain an orphan.
This means that some other association is feeding' part of
our children—a thing which no association should allow.
We ought at least to contribute enough money to support
the children we send.

We would urge every Sunday school to take up a
monthly collection for the Orphanage, and take a club of
CHARITY AND CHILDREN in order to keep the institution
before the minds of our people; and that all our churches
send a liberal collection on Thanksgiving Day.

zens see that the laws afe enforeed, and that no whiskey

man be sent to the Legislative halls, Let us beware of
such candidates for office. - If they get hold of the law
making power the prohibition laws will go down in North
Carolina.

Foreign Missions

The supreme object of every christian in his life
work should be to establish the Kingdom of his Lord in all

the world. Anything short of this is contrary to the end
for which the Lord designed him.

The great commission in its extent reaches to the
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uttermost parts of the earth. No one who fails to pray
for and contribute to the spread of gospel every where
discharges the whole duty imposed upon him by this com-
mission. “‘Go ye into all the world and preach my gospel
to every creature’’ is the christian’s marching orders.
Should he fail to obey it to its fullest extent he has thus
failed to be loyal to his Lord who by his death redeemed
him; and to whom he has pledged himself to be truly
faithful.

Our opportunity today is greater than ever before to
christianize the world. Every nation’s door is open to
the entrance of the gospel. The cry is coming from every
quarter ‘‘come over and help us.’’ Many earnest brethren °
of Cary’s day longed for the opportunity that has come
to us. The faithful and self-sacrificing missionary of
years ago, as pioneers blazed the way by which we may
go forth with joy and comparative safety and extend the
Kingdom.

We can go with encouragements undreamed of by
those of 100 years ago. Cary labored years in India without
a convert, Judson in Burma, Livingston in Africa, sowin
the seed and dying without reaping a harvest.

With these increased opportunities and encourage-
ments there comes tremendous responsibility. God gives
us the opportunity and encircles us with encouragements,
and then lays upon us the responsibility of carrying the
gospel abroad. OQur ability is great; and until we come
up to the measure of the means at our command to give
the way of life to the world, we have not met the re-
quirements upon us and discharged that for which we are
responsible.

The light in which we live is so clear that we can’t
mistake our duty of giving the gospel to the heathen.
Let us use the light given and see the need of enlarge-
ment in Foreign mission work. ' ;

The report on State Mlssmns was read for the com-
mittee by Rev. W. R. Bradshaw, who spoke on the report
in an able and eloquent manner. The report was adopted
as follows.
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Report on State Missions

Eighty years ago in the town of Greenville, N. C.,
the Baptist State Convention was organized. At its first
session a board of missions was appointed to look after
the evangelization of the state. At that time we had
only 15,000 Baptists white and colored, about 500
churches, no denomination, no paper, no colleges or
schools. Now we have about 225,000 white Baptist "and

_ about 175,000 colored, 1918 churches, colleges the equal

of any in our state and 14 high schools which are doing a
great work in preparing students for our colleges, and in
training hundreds who will not get to college, but be
active christian workers in our state. Still there is great
need for our work. ;
In Eastern North Caro_hna there are 20 counties with
a population of 200,000 whites and 175,000 colored with
an average of only oné Baptist church to every 80 square
miles. Surely this condition calls for vigorous state
mission work. In Piedmont, N. C., two conditions con-
front us. First, to seize the miMscenters where the peo-
ple are flocking by the hundreds and thousands. Second,

_ to hold the country churches weakened by this exodus to

the mills. The west is largely evangelized and only a
few sections today are destitute of Baptist churches.
These churches however are largely undeveloped. Hence
the task in Western North Carolina is to build up the
weak churches into strength and the dormant churches
into eificency. Money spent today in state mission work
is counting for more than every before for the advance-
ment of the Master’s Kingdom both at home and abroad.
We therefore recommend:

1. That we raise $125.00 for state missions the

. coming year.

2. That a committee be appomted -to arrange for
mission rallies in all of our churches this year. -

8. That each church for at least three months in the

-year make special contributions for this object.

The reports on Home. Mission and Education were
each unanimously adopted as follows:

Home h’] ission

The Home Mission Board of the Southern Baptist
convention is endeavoring to take, to hold and develop
their Baptist territory for Christ and use it as a basis to
take the world for Him. The Board realizes that this is
the opportunity for Southern Baptists to measure to
this great responsibility with their numerical strength,
their strategic position, the character and importance of
the Baptist message, they must meet the conditions and
shape the forces of our time.. The rapid changes that are
taking place in the South—transforming us from an
agricultural to an industrial people—the development of
our almost unlimited resources, creating vast amounts of
wealth, and bringing a variety and complication of pro-
blems—these are a challenge to the Baptist hosts of the
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South to seize their opportunity and measure to their re-
sponsibility. The authority for the work comes from the
God whom we worship, the inspiration from the life and
and teachings of. Jesus, the guidance from the Holy
Spirit. In the Old Testament we see the eyes of the
prophets .blazing  with patriotic zeal, and their hearts
aglow with love as they endeavor to call their home land
to the feet of Jehovah. In the New Testament we see
the same heart wrenching passion against sin and for
sinners at close quarters. The Board has divided the
work into several departments. In all of these depart-
ments, the work in the west, the work in our cities, the
work among foreigners, the cooperative work for negroes,
the Cuba and Panama work—excellent work is being
done. The last report to the Southern Baptist Conven-
tion showed large numbers of souls won to Chrlst and
great advancement along all lines.

For this association the committee feels that the de-
partment of . work “which ought to be pressed is that of
our mountain schools. 'The Home Board is aiding in 28
Baptist schools in the Appalachian mountains, one of
them, Sylva Collegiate Institute, in your midst. The work
of christian education cannot be over- emphas1zed " Rally
to your school. ;

SECOND: That our people read the Home Field—the
excellent publication of the Board.

Commlttee Report on Sunday Schools

We, your Committee, beg to report as follows:

We find, upon examination of the letters from the
various churches, that the Sunday Schools are steadily
growing and enlarging in strength and efficienty; that,
in many instances they are making larger contributions
for Missions (State, Home and Foreign) and the.Orphan-
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age than the church itself with all its other auxiliaries;

and that in some churches indeed, the Sunday School
alone gave to these several objects, while the Church, as
such, and its other auxiliaries gave nothing. We find
also that the average attendance in our Sunday Schools
has increased very largely; that the number of schools
kept open all the year has also increased; that the amount
of periodicals has in like manner increased.

But, while we are indeed glad to report progress, we,
your committee, realize that there are still several -great
and pressing needs to make each and every one of our
Sunday Schools all that it ought to be—the great and

powerful strong right arm of the Church. In the order

of importance, they are as follows:
Needs {
(1) Parents and older people should be convinced

that the Sunday School needs them and they need the

Sunday School. -

(2) Every Sunday School should have a separate
class for the young men and‘young ladies.

(3) There should be a Bible Class in each Sunday
School for benefit of older members.

Rccommcndatlons §

(1) That each Sunday School have a program of set
and systematic collections the year round for missions,
the orphanage, education, etc., bringing these collections
at regular times as called for bv program.

(2) That each Sunday School superintendent 1nst1tute
and organize a campaign for larger and more regular and
systematic attendance upon. the Sunday School in his
community.

(8) That every Sunday School throughout thlS Tuck-
aseigee Association be requested to use the new Graded
Lesson Periodicals as soon as ready for use by Baptist
Sunday School Board.

(4) That every Sunday School be andis hereby urged

to observe Bible Day by appropriate .exercises and take
; 21
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collections on that day for Bible Fund.

The hour having arrived for preaching it was discov-
ered that the Church would not accommodate half the
people present. Therefore it was decided that the school
building nearby be used for one congregation and the
Church for the other and that services be conducted in
each at the same hour. Rev. W. R. Bradshaw, according
to previous announcement, preached at the Church and
Rev. Fred Brown preached at the school building. It
seems that all who heard these two sermons could not
help being made better spiritually. I can best describe
them in this way: Those who heard Bro. Bradsaw at the
Church say beyond a doubt we had the best sermon and
those who heard Bro. Brown at the school house say, of
course, we had the best sermon, there couldn’t be one
better than the one we heard.

Both sermons were excellent and full of the Spirit,
uplifting those who heard them.

Association adjourned to time and place with many
remarking that this was the best Association they had
ever attended.
