The minary Faculty ad ises that tudents in college shall take
courses that will especially prepare them for receiving the high t
values from their eminary courses. To this nd, the eminary concu~
in the statement of the American Association of Theolo ical choo
on pre- eminary studies a follows:

I. The Function of Pre- eminary tudie

College courses prior to theological eminary hould provide .th~
cultural and intellectual foundation e ential to an effective theologIca
education. They should i ue in at least three broad kinds of attainment.

I . the1. The college work of a pre- eminary student should rut III

ability to use certain tools of the educated man:

(a) The ability to write and speak Engli h clearly and corr ctly.
English composition hould have this a a specific purpose, but
this purpose should al 0 be cultivated in all written work. .
(b) The ability to think clearly. In some persons thi ~bi1ity. 1

cultivated through cour es in philosophy or specifically III Iogic.
In others it is cultivated by the us of cientific method, or by
dealing with critical problems in connection with literary and
historical documents.

(c) The ability to read at least one foreign language and in
some circumstances more than one.

2. The college work of a pre-seminary tudent should result in
increased understandin of the orld in which he lives:

(a) he world of men and ideas. Thi includ knowledge of
Engli h literatur , philo ophy and psychology.
(b) The world of nature. Thi is provided by kno ledge of the
natural sciences, inclUding laboratory work.
(c) The world of human affair. Thi i aided by kno ledge of

history and the ocial cience.

3. The coll ge work of the pre-seminary tudent should result in
a ense of achievement:

(a) The degree of hi mastery of hi field of study is more im­
portant than the credits and grade which he accumulates.
(b) The sense of achievement may be encouraged through
