As you doubtless know, we have entered a legal
end binding contreect with the Relief and Annuity
Board of Dallas, Texas, wi th reference to this whole
question of pensions. Therefore, the matter will have
to be decided upon the implications of the contract

we have entered into with the Relief and Annuity

Board.
