ABSTRACTS OF PRINCIPLES

1. We believe in only one true and living God and that there are
three persons in the Godhead. the Father, Son and Holy Ghost, and
these three are one. Proof: John 1:1; 1st Epistle of John 5:7; 1st Cor. 8:
5-6

2. We believe that the Scriptures of the Old and New 'Testa ments
are the words of God, and the only rule of faith and practice. See 2nd
Timothy 3:16; 2nd Peter 1:20-21.

3. \Ve believe in the doctrine of eternal and particular election.
See Peter 1:2 and 2:9; and 2nd Thess. 2:13.

4. We Lelieve in the doctrine of original sin. See Rom. 3:23 and
5:12; Gal. 3:22.

5. We believe in man's impotency to recover . himself from the
fallen state he is in by nature, by his own free will and ability. 2nd Cor .

. 5:21;1st Cor. 1:30; Isaiah 14:6.

6. We believe that sinners are justified in the sight of God only by
the righteousness of Christ being imputed to them. See 2nd Cor. 5:21;
Ist Cor. 1:30; Isaiah 14:6.

7. We believe that GOd'8 elect ahall be called. regenerated and
sanctified by the Holy Ghost. See Eph. 1:1·6; John 6:45; 2nd Tin). 1:9.

8. We believe that the saints shall persevere in grace and never
fall away. See John 10:28-30; 1st Epistte uf John 3:9 and 5:9. ,

9. We believe that baptism, the Lord 's supper and washing the
saints' feet are ordinances of Jesus Christ, and that true believers are the
only subjects of these ordinances, and the mode of baptism is immer­
sion. See Matt. 28:i9-20; Rom. 6:4; Luke 17:29-30; John 13:13; lst
Timothy 1:10.

10. We believe in the resurrection of the dead and general judge­
ment. See John 5:28-29; 1st Cor. 15:42; Heb. 9:27; Rev. 20:12-15.

11. We believe the punishment of the wicked will be everlasting.
and the joys of the righteous will be eternal. See Matt. 25:46; Dan. 12:2.

12. 'Ve believe that no minister has a right to administer the or­
dinances of Jesus Christ only he who is regularly calleJ of God and
comes under the imposition of th e hands of a presbytery . See Reb. 5;4
Ex. 28:1; 2nd Timothy 1:6. I

13. We believe it to be our duty to beware of false teachers, whose
object is to divert the minds of men from the true worship of God, and
lead them to place their confidence in the creature, as well as to depart •
from the good works of the Gospel and to regard the institutions and in-
ventions of men. See 2nd Peter 2:1-3; Col. 2:8-18. '

14. We believe that ministers of the Gospel ought to be unblama­
ble , both in life and doctrine, and if found otherwise ought to be de­
posed from that office, and no man ought to take that honor unto him­
self but he that is called of God, as was Aaron; that the duties of such
are to feed the flock of God, which is among you, not for filty lucre or
by constraint, but of a ready mind, being examples to the flock in con­
versation, -Iait h and charity. See Titus 1:6-9; 1st Tim. 3:5; Acts 20:28;
Peter 5:2-3. .
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RULES OF DECORUM

1. Those members who are regularlv chosen by the churches in our
union shall compose this association. ' .

2. Members so chosen shall produce letters from their respective
churches, certifying their appointment, together with their number in
fellowship, those baptized. ' received by letter, restored, dismissed,'excom­
municated and died since last association.

3. Th e members thus chosen and convened shall be denominated
the Blue Ridge Primitive Baptist Association.

4. This as sociation shall have no pow er to lord over God's heri­
tage, nor to infringe upon any of the internal rights of the churches.

5. This association shall have a moderator and clerk , who shall be
annually chosen by the members present, and who sh all continue in of­
fice until the next election.

6. If a new church should de sire to be admitted into this union
she shall petition by letter and delegates, and upon ex amination. if found
orthodox and orderly, shall be received by the association and mani­
fested by the moderator giving delegates the right hand of fellowship.

7. No church in this union shall have a right to more than three
delegates.

8. No querry shall come under the consideration of the Associa­
tion unless sent upon the church letter.

9. Every motion and second shall come under the observation of
the Association, except it he withdrawn by the member who made it.

10. Every member who speaks in debate shall rise from his seat
and address the moderator. and shall not be interrupted while speaking,
except he depart from th e subject.

11. No person shall speak more than three times on the same sub­
ject without leave of the moderator.

12. There shall be no talking or whispering in the time of a public
speech, nor reflection cast upon the sp eaker.

13. No member shall absent himself from the Association without
leave of the moderator.

14. If any m em bel' shall break the rules of this decorum he shall
be immediately reproved by the moderator.

15. It is th e bu siness of this Association : (1) To provide for the
general union of the churches. (2) To keep up a correspondence with
those associations of the same faith and order th at a union may preserve
among the churches. (3) To give the churches the best advice th ey can
in matters of diffi culty, and if the communion should he broken betwern
a ny of th e sister churches in the union, to inquire in to the caus e of th e
brea ch and use their best efforts to remove th e cause of th e diffi culty,
but if the brea ch cannot be healed, to withdraw from any church or
churches whi ch they shall look up on to be un sound in principle and
immoral in practice. till they shall be reclaimed. (4) To admit any of
the brethren in the ministry assistance if th ey sha ll judge it to be neces­
sary. (5) To see that th e clerk keep s a regular record of th e transact­
ions of this body and that he be satisfied for his trouble. (6) To amend
this plan or form of government at an y tim e when a majority of. th e
union deem s it necessary. (7) To ad jo urn to any tim e and place which ·
they think to be most proper.
