OBITUARY OF ELDER G. D. ROBERSON.

Elder George Daniel Roberson, son of Henry Baker Rob-
erson and his wife, Gatsey A. Rogers, was born near Rober-
sonville, Martin County, N. C., Nov. 13, 1843, and died at his
home in that town June 10, 1911, being the first born of
twelve children, and reared on a farm, be grew up at hard
labor, without much education. He lived on a farm mnear
Everett’s, N. C,, several years, and then removed to Rober-
sonville, where he engaged in merchandising. He was very
industrious and economical and successful in business, and
accumulated a competency, and built a very comfortable and
convenient home. On Oect. 6, 1870, he married Miss Margar-
et L. Smith, and to this union were born five children, Mary
Allena (wife of J. C. Robertson,) Alonzo, Ira Daniel, Leona
Adalaide (wife of R. E. Grimes,) and George Malachi.
Of these all are living except Alonzo, who died in 1894. Their
mother died Aug. 29, 1887. On Jan. 23, 1889, Elder Rober-
son married Miss Sarah J. Smith, who has had no children,




She was paralyzed March 23, 1907, and is still living.

He joined the Primitive Baptist church at Spring Green,
in 1864, and was baptized by the pastor, Elder C. B. Hassell,
who died in 1880, and in the latter year he was ordained by
Elders A. N. Hall, R. H, Harris, and Levi Rogerson, and
served Spring Green, Hlat Swamp, Conetoe, and Farmville
churches faithfully, and baptized many members at Spring
Green and blat Swamp, He also attended other churches,
and a union meeting nearly every fifth Sunday, and his own
(the Kehukee) and other Associations. He made preaching
tours from the mountains to the sea in North Carolina, and
from Georgia to New Jersey. He had an original and fruit-
ful mind, and a good command of language and illustration,
and was a deep and clear expounder of the Seriptures, and
applied their gpiritual meaning very comfortingly to christ-
ian experience, and was not at all carried away by modern
speculations, but contended carnestly and ably, in private
and in public, for the faith once for all delivered unto tue
saints, and the doctrine of salvation by grace, according to
the purpose of.the Divine Father, by the atoning blood of
the Divine Son, and the renewing power of the Divine Spir-
it. As a minister of the gospel, he was highly esteemed by
all who loved the truth and heard him. Ile was calm and
deliberate in address; and he was very hospitable to all who
vigited him. He served the Lord, not for earthly reward,
but because he loved Him and His truth and people. He
maintained that true religion makes a real and beneficial
change in the heart and life of a believer. Tn May and June,
1911, he attended the Baltimore, Delaware, and Delaware
River Old School Baptist Associations in Maryland, Pennsyl-
vania and New Jersey, and returned home Monday, June
5, in apparently good health. But on Thursday morning,
June 8, he was attacked with paralysis of the spinal cord,
which affected his muscles, and made him helpless Friday
and Saturday. He was rational, and could speak, but could
not move, and had no pain. Ie became unconscious about
7 p. m. Saturday, and gently fell asleep, as we believe, in
Jesus, about 9:30 p. m. At 4 p. m. on Sunday, June 11, his
remains were interred, as he had requested, near those of
his first wife and his son Alonzo, in the cemetery of Spring
Green Church, in Martin County, N. ¢. A large concourse
of people were present. T held a short burial service at the




open grave. We feel assured that our gifted and faithful
brother has entered into eternal rest.

OBITUARY OF WILLIAM H. PEEL.

3pother Wm. H. Peel, son of Noah and Sallie Peel, was
horn May the 4th, 1848, in Martin County, N. C. After re-
ceiving a sweet hope in Christ, he united with the ehurch at
Skewarky, Saturday before the second Sunday in July,
1874, and was baptized Sunday in Roanoke River by Elder
C. B. Hassell. In May, 1883, he took a letter from Skew-
arky to join the church at Smithwick’s Creek, Martin
County, N. C. The church believing that the Lord had
blessed him with a gift, gave him liberty to exercise that gift
Saturday before the fourth Sunday in November, 1893.

He never took any tours preaching
but would visit those who could not »ttend church when re-
quested and hold meetings, sing and preach to their com-
fort.

He married Miss Martha Godard by whom he had nine
children, six of whom with the widow still survive him.

Brother Peel was in very feeble health the whole of the
year 1910, and in August went to St. Vincent Hospital at
Norfolk, Va., where he underwent an operation for a blad-
der trouble. but was only temporarily helped. In October
lie returned home only to wait, as he often said, “for the
change to come.”’

Those who visited him during the whole eleven months of
suffering can truly say they never saw a more patient per-
son. He would often say he dreaded nothing after death
but only the sting of death which came on Monday morn-
irg, July 24, 1911.

As requested by him Elder John N. Rodgerson and Elder
A. D. Mizell, held a short burial service at the grave to a
large congregation, where we saw him 1aid to rest to awake
in the glorious likeness of the Lord his Saviour.
